ACADEMIC INFORMATION

June 11 (Sat) – July 8 (Fri), 2022 (4-week program)

*Orientation will be held on June 11（Sat）, and class will start on June 13 (Mon)

◆ All students should stay for the whole duration.

◆ Each course is 1 credit / 12 hours or 2 credits / 24 hours.

◆ All students are required to take a minimum of 2 courses from the following list.

Courses
① History of Japan and the Asia-Pacific War Through Film (2 credits)

② Exploring the History of Urban Japan (2 credits)

③ Japanese Material Culture (2 credits)

④ Economic Strategies in Japan and Asia (1 credit)

⑤ Japanese Language class for absolute Beginners (the first half of A1 of CEFR) /

for Beginners（A1 of CEFR) (1 credit) 

◆ Field/culture trips and a one-night homestay program will be arranged on weekends.

◆ If the 2022 Summer Program is held online, courses may change.

LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS
◆ Minimum English test scores required : 

TOEFL PBT 550; TOEFL iBT 79; IELTS 6.0 (Non-native speakers of English only)

◆ A score certificate must be submitted to apply.

◆ Registration and tuition fees :

*Applicants enrolled in any of our exchange partner institutions will be exempted.
