Contract It costs a renewal charge (40,000yen) when the contract is extended (two
Renewal years at the longest).

Early
Termination

Residents who wish to move out before the contract expires are required to
submit *HENKO KAKUNINSHO' (an application form for cancellation) to the
dormitory manager a month before you move out.

*If you do not submit it, you will be charged additional one month rent.
*One month rent will be required under any circumstances.

Monthly rent The rent and the electricity bill must be paid constantly until your contract
in the absence expires, even you are away from the dormitory on long vacations, trips etc.

‘ Rent at leaving

One month rent is required as you leave the dormitory no matter date,
since the rent cannot be calculated by the day as you leave the dormitory.

Compensation

Compensations could be charged separately from the room cleaning fee, if
any damages are found on the furniture.

Gate closing time 0:00am

Please inform the dormitory manager of your entering/outing by flipping your nameplate
on the name board placed in the entrance hall.

Separate the garbage according to the dormitory manager’s instructions.

Submit “Gaihaku Todoke”(a form) before staying overnight away from the dormitory.
